Crater Mountain workshop a success
The Crater mountain village of
Haia is set in pristine rainforest that
spans over a large area. It nestles
in the heart of PNG between the
border of Simbu, EHP and Gulf
provinces. The contrast between
the coastal and highland geography
and rainforest vegetation can be
clearly seen in the area. Hence, it
was the perfect location for the
Conservation area teacher training
workshop held recently.
The workshop was a first of its
kind to be staged in the Crater

Mountain WMA. It combined HELP
and Pablo concepts to emphasize the
importance of the Rainforest. This
was further elaborated, by linking
local knowledge and scientific
information of fauna and flora of the
area.
The four-day workshop was an eye
opener as participants began to
appreciate the rainforest and the
unique wildlife found there.
On the final day, the conservation
message was clearly understood.

The participants understood why  the
WMA was set up and why
conservation is important. Hence
they discovered the value of their
rainforest and its importance to the
world.
The workshop was unique as the
approach taken was adjusted to
address four different groups of
people. The activities involved real
experience in the surrounding
rainforest.
It was also a learning experience for
Con.Ed staff as participants

The aim of the workshop was to
enable the landowners to discover
the uniqueness and importance of
their rainforest.
Once the basic understanding of
the Rainforest ecosystem was
achieved, it paved the way for the
conservation message to be ac-
cepted as well as the purpose of
the WMA.
Meanwhile the Crater Project ac-
tivities have been focusing on the
Rural water supply and sanitation
program, awareness and mapping.

Graphic artist Igsie Jimike recently
attended a workshop organised by
CELCOR on basic documentation
in Port Moresby.
The training was done by Telepak
and EIA Indonesia which focused
on equipping participants with the
basic skills of compiling
documentaries.
In the first part of the workshop,
participants were given the basics
on manual and digital camera’s.
Followed by types of photgraphs
to take, to suit certain purposes or
uses.
A whole day was committed to film
making with the video camera. The
trainers enlightened participants on
video camera skills and the basics
of compiling documentaries.
They were then challenged to
compile a mini investigative
documentary on various issues.
Jimikes’ group was tasked to
document ‘Land issue’. The group
visited the Oro settlement near

now be used to compile short
documentries for the Con.Ed
program and the organisation.

Jacksons International Airport to
investigate the status of the land
occupied by the settlement.
The trial documentaries, were
reviewed and discussions focused
on aspects of doing documentaries,
which may be quite risky especially
when trying to expose corrupt
deals.

I’ve learnt alot of new
skills on how to do a
good documentary
using a camcorder
and digital camera.”

The talk about sustainable
development may have been
around since the early 21st
century.
As the organisation works to
promote sustainable development,
three staff attended the forum on
‘PNG’s prospects for sustainable
development’. It focused on
identifying ways of achieving
sustainable development in terms
of economy, environment and
social aspects.

CERC
coordinator attended the forum.
During the four day forum which
was also broadcast live on FM100,
presenters gave participants a
glimpse of the impact of the

extractive industries especially
mining on the economy, natural
environment, and social systems in
PNG.
The forum was staged at the
Madang Divine Word University
which took the lead in initiating the
meeting.
It was well attended by participants
from international and local
organisations. The forum was also
previledged to have a
representative speaker from the
United Nations Dr. Pak Sum Low
Dr. Low is the Regional Advisor
on Environment and Sustainable
Development (UNESCAP)
Over the four days, presenters
highlighted the need for sustainable
development in governance, social
and human impacts and the

physical environment.
The forum gave an insight into the
extractive industry in PNG and
their irreversible impacts on the
environment and social systems
despite its economic advantage.
With current development trends
in PNG where the economy is
made priority, the human, social
and environmental settings are
inadequately addressed resulting in
unsustainable development
practices.
Con.Ed staff that attended will
compile a paper on sustainable
development for the Diploma
course ‘Environment and
Conservation studies’.
The Crater Project will also utilise
the lessons and ideas learnt
at the forum to improve sustainable
practices in CMWMA.
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Crater Project activities update
Mapping has been a major under-
taking of the Crater project in the
WMA. So far two maps have been
done for the Pou and Jene clans
respectively. The Haia clan
draft map is complete with
clan members ensuring all
information is correct as
shown in picture. Mapping
officer Stanley Jacob is cur-
rently working on the fourth
clan Huarea. Despite the
slow progress, Stanley is
certainly accomplishing the
task.
Closer to home, sanitation
assessment visits by Envi-
ronmental Health Officer
Martin Moses has been
conducted for all the vil-
lages.
With the the assessment
complete, the program has now
moved onto awareness and edu-

More awareness posters
Graphic artist Igsie Jimike has
been busy modifying and desiging
more posters for awareness in
communities and schools.
The Conservation Education
Abus posters were modified to
suit the needs of teachers and
students around the country.
This was in response to feed-
back received from participants
who attended the Primary Sub-
ject Advisory Committee
(SAC) meeting organised by
the National department of edu-
cation which Sangion Tiu at-
tended in August.
With the modifications, we hope
the posters will be widely dis-
tributed in schools throughout
the country.
The Abus posters are on five
different native animals. This
includes the Good fellow tree

The posters contain basic facts
of each animal.

Crater Project also have three
more newly designed posters
that address mining, logging
and water pollution which Igsie
has been working on.
Apart from posters, Rural
Livelihoods officer Rebecca
Negints and Igsie have com-
piled a Crater Mountain eco-
tourism brochure to promote
eco-tourism in the area. The
brochures will be distributed at
hotels, guest houses and other
tourist attraction sites.
The organisation has em-
barked on poster production as
it is more effective for illiter-
ate populations in the remote
areas of the Crater Mountain
WMA.

awareness in all the villages.

Once the sessions are completed,
the construction of pit toilets, laun-
dry washing stations and waste dis-
posal pits will begin.

He is
also working with villages to
construct new guest houses
for each village.

Participation by the Haia clan in the mapping
process was fundamental to its progress.
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Haia school outreach

While in Haia for the Conserva-
tion Area Teacher Training work-
shop, Con.Ed staff also took
the opportunity to work with the
students from Haia Primary
School.
The school outreach activity
focused on ‘Surviving in the
rainforest’.
Using the RCF abus posters of
PNG forest animals, students
were tasked to discuss what
they knew of each animal. It
was amazing to hear from the
students so much about the
echidna, tree kangaroo and the
palm cockatoo which are found
in their rainforest.
The students also stated they
hunted these animals for protein

and knew exactly where to find
them.

After discussions students were

asked to construct each animals’
habitat using natural materials.

The students expertly built the
habitats which portrayed the
real habitats.
To address the hunting issue,
Ms Tiu explained to the stu-
dents the uniqueness of their
forest and wildlife in the world.
Reflecting back on traditional
hunting practices and current
practices, students then realized
the current hunting methods
were causing population of
these wildlife to decrease lead-
ing to endangerment of the spe-
cies.
The students appreciated the
information imparted during the

outreach.
